OneMatch Swab Event Program Profile

Currently, over 324, 000 donors are on the registry. We need more registrants so that we can meet the needs of patients. To this effect, we are holding OneMatch Registration / Swab event at various settings such as your organization. 
What Happens the day of the event: 
· Registrants will be asked if they meet the age criteria, covered by government health care plan and if they are willing to donate to anyone in need. (17- 35 years old male donors)
· Registrants will be asked if they have full understanding of what it means to be a potential donor; they will be informed about how stem cells are donated if they are found to be a match for a patient…
· Then they will complete a health assessment/consent form, and perform a ‘do-it- yourself buccal /cheek swab’.  They swab the four corners of their check with the swabs we provide. This is to obtain their tissue sample that will help us determine if they are compatible match with a patient. The whole process will take about 15 minutes.

· All information the registrant provides is confidential and used for OneMatch purpose only.
What happens next:

· Should information submitted by the registrant require verification, an OneMatch employee will have a confidential phone call discussion with the registrant.

· The testing takes a few weeks. The registrant will receive a ‘welcome to the network’ letter once they are registered. 
· Registrants are encouraged to inform us if and when they change their address and/or there is a change in their health condition.

What are the final steps:
· The registrant will remain in our database to be searched based on patient needs. Should a donor be a match for a patient, they will be asked if they are still interested in proceeding with the program. Becoming a match for a patient could take months, years or may not happen at all.

· The registrant will be linked with our Case Managers who are registered nurses by profession. The Case Managers will walk them through the entire donation process from testing to donating. Case Managers are there to inform and educate the registrant on the process and requirements as well as answer any and all questions that the registrant may have.
· Remember: even if the registrant is never asked to donate, they are helping. One more person on the registry is one more person for a patient to search.
