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Procedure to hold OneMatch Registration / Swab Event
OneMatch Stem Cell and Marrow Network of Canadian Blood Services is a program dedicated to recruiting healthy, committed volunteer donors for patients in need of stem cell transplant. Hundreds of Canadians require a donor for a stem cell transplant every year, and more than 75% of them will rely on someone they don’t know to help save their lives. Right now over 750 Canadian patients are waiting for a stem cell transplant to treat potentially life-threatening illnesses.
Currently, there are over 324, 000 donors registered on Canada’s Network. But we need more so that these patients have a   better chance of getting second chance to live.  To this effect, we are holding OneMatch registration / buccal swab event at various settings that will yield optimal donor: young, male and ethnically diverse donors.  

Below are some of the procedures to hold a registration/swab event: 
· Time frame for scheduling an event:  Swab event should be scheduled at least 10 to 12 weeks in advance. This is  to allow sufficient  time to coordinate and promote a successful  event 

· Space / Venue: A suitable and sizable space - big enough to accommodate the expected number of registrants, is required. If it is an outdoor event, we require a tent with four walls, preferably on a paved surface. Tarps required if it is grass. 
· Supplies: Host provides the required number of tables and chairs. All other supplies are provided by OneMatch. 

· Date and time: Date and time is determined by host that allows maximum attendance of the expected registrants.
· Volunteers: Host provides volunteers who will assist with the registration process day of the event. The required number of volunteers depends on the size of the event. 

· The registration process: The process involves completing a heath assessment and consent form, and a do it your self buccal / check swab. The whole process takes about 10 minutes. 
· Promotion: Announcements, promotion of the event within your members / target audience and education of OneMatch is essential. We will provide you the materials required and, given the opportunity, we can also do a presentation. You may consider using your communication/media outlets.
